Implementation of the American Indian Adult Tobacco Survey (AI-ATS) 

Purpose:
To authorize the Great Plains Tribal Chairmen’s Health Board (GPTCHB) – Northern Plains Tribal Tobacco Technical Assistance Center (NPTTTAC) to engage the American Indian Adult Tobacco Survey, a population-based surveillance study of tribal member’s beliefs, behaviors, opinions, and attitudes related to commercial tobacco.  
WHEREAS, 
The Name of Tribe is primarily responsible for assisting and promoting the health needs and concerns of their tribal members, and
WHEREAS,
To empower Name of Tribe and the to effectively engage in surveillance and monitoring of attitudes, behaviors, and beliefs related to tobacco use among tribal members, and
WHEREAS,          
To provide representative and tribally specific data that can be used in the development of tobacco prevention and cessation initiatives that best address the needs of tribal members, and; 
WHEREAS, 
To provide data that will allow tribes to set health priorities and substantiate the need for continued access to tobacco control resources, and 
WHEREAS,     
To provide data to inform the development of tribal policies that aim to reduce the consumption of tobacco products, and the public’s exposure to environmental tobacco smoke, and; 
WHEREAS,
Smoking prevalence among American Indians/ Alaska Natives is significantly higher than the national average (32.4% to 20.8%, respectively) and;

WHEREAS,             Addictive commercial tobacco use is the leading cause of preventable death.  
WHEREAS,             Secondhand smoke exposure is directly linked to preventable diseases by the 2010 United States Surgeon General’s Report.
WHEREAS,     
As part of the work under this project, the Name of Tribe and Iowa will maintain ownership of their respective dataset and additional data analysis beyond the scope of this project will require individual tribal approval; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED to authorize the Tribal Organization to engage in a population-based surveillance study of tribal member’s beliefs, behaviors, opinions, and attitudes related to commercial tobacco. 
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
